Why do we do that? 
 

As we review the following meanings of Lent, I 
invite you to get Bibles in hand so you can read 
the passages indicated below.  
 

Ash Wednesday – February 22nd  
What is Ash Wednesday and the meaning of 
ashes? 
Ash Wednesday is the first day of Lent.  The 
name comes from the practice of imposing 
ashes on the foreheads of the penitents.  It was 
originally called “The Beginning of the Fast”, but 

by the late 11th century, it was called Ash 
Wednesday. 
 

Ashes have been used as an ancient symbol of 
repentance.  This is found in scripture in Jonah 
3:6, Job 42:6; Jeremiah 6:26; Matthew 11:21; 
and Luke 10:13.  In Hebrews 9:13 it is a sign of 
cleansing, and in Genesis 3:19 it is a sign of 
human mortality. I encourage you to read these 
scriptures to gain a better understanding of its 
meaning. 
 

 The early Christians adopted the use of ashes 
from the Jewish practice as an external mark of 
repentance.  The practice of imposing ashes on 
the forehead has been a part of Ash Wednesday 
since the tenth century. 
 

What is the meaning of Lent? 
Originally, Lent began in the early fourth century 
and was only a three week observance as the 
believers prepared for Easter.  By the end of that 
century, the practice was extended to forty days. 
The intent was to prepare those who would be 
baptized, and to be a time for reviewing the 
meaning of the Bible, the Creed, the Lord's 
Prayer, and Baptism.   
 

This forty day time period traces it‟s meaning 
back to the forty days of the temptation of Jesus 
in the wilderness. This is found in Matthew 4:2 
and Luke 4:1-2.  It also recalls the forty days that 
Moses remained on Mount Sinai as found in 
Exodus 34:28. 
 

It is my prayer that as we gain a further 
understanding of this holy season, we “return to 
the Lord” through active repentance, prayer, 
worship, and lives of justice and mercy.

 You may have heard that at a recent youth event, we played Malaria Dodgeball.  The intention of the 
game was for the players to learn how malaria is transmitted, who is most affected by malaria, and what 
can be done to help prevent and treat malaria. 
 Then at our recent Lock In, the youth played malaria Jeopardy and had a Bible Study which really 
inspired our youth to join the fight against malaria.  In fact, the youth are placing a challenge before you, 
the members of Harrold Zion.   
 Over the course of the next year, the youth would like to see the fine folks of Harrold Zion contribute 
donations to meet the goal of buying 250 mosquito nets - which is one of the primary ways of preventing 
the spread of malaria.  The nets cost $10 each and are large enough to keep 3 to 4 people protected as 
they sleep at night – when mosquitoes are most active.  We will also be soliciting donations to buy malaria 
medication as well.   
 Over the next several months you will be hearing more and more about the Malaria Campaign and we 
will soon let you know how you can help.  In the meantime, please read the following article which gives the 
campaign a personal note.

Thank you for helping us fight Malaria - MALAWI       

 

Agogo Maria—that’s “grandma Maria” in the Chichewa language of Malawi—used to lie awake at night listening for the tell-tale whine of a 

mosquito and worrying about her little granddaughter, Chikondi. Just one bite from an infected mosquito could transmit malaria—which is 

especially dangerous for young children. Though the disease is preventable and treatable, it is still a leading cause of death in Africa, claiming 

the life of a child every 45 seconds. 

 

Chikondi has already had malaria twice. The last time, she had to spend a week in the hospital—but she’s one of the lucky ones. She 

survived. No wonder Agogo Maria would lie awake and worry. 

 

But those days are over. Thanks to the generosity of people like you, Agogo Maria now has an insecticide-treated net to keep the mosquitoes 

away from her sleeping family and has been trained in its use. The village water committee works hard to clean up standing water where 

mosquitoes breed. And a clinic has been built and equipped to treat people with malaria as soon as symptoms appear.

CALL TO ORDER:  Council members present include David Aumiller, Jack Cope, Louise Henry, Melissa Houston, Paul Kanouff, John 
Millward, Glen Nickodemus, Chad Rosensteel, Kevin Torrance, Rob Welts, and Brad Zundel.  Others present were Pastor John, 
Pastor Nordby, Andy Koehl, and Tammy Hilland.  Linda Boyer was excused.  The meeting was called to order by Glen Nickodemus 
at 6:35 pm with a prayer by Pastor John. 
APPROVAL OF DEC. MINUTES:  Rob Welts motioned to accept minutes, seconded by Kevin Torrance.  Motion carried. 
TREASURER REPORT:  A motion was made by Dave Aumiller to accept the report, seconded by Brad Zundel.  Motion carried. 

The Christmas 
worship services went well .  One thing noticed is that the day-time Christmas service (Dec. 19) was attended by more who were 
not able to worship at our Christmas Eve services.  About 10 of our shut-ins, 8 residents of Hempfield Manor, and at least 6 ARC 
clients were in attendance at the December 19 service, along with our Sonshiners and those unable to attend the Christmas Eve 
services.  There were a total of 71 in attendance at the December 19 service, and a total of almost 850 Christmas Eve.  It was a 
ǿƻƴŘŜǊŦǳƭ ŎŜƭŜōǊŀǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘΩǎ ōƛǊǘƘΦ  Since the last council meeting Pastor John officiated at one baptism (January 1). 
A lot of time was spent in preparation for the Saturday night services.  With 85 in attendance at the first Saturday, and 95 in 
attendance at the second Saturday, it seems that this service is being well received.  It is important to note that with the addition 
of this service our overall attendance has increased by about 50 the first two weekends with Saturday service.  While we may 
not always see those numbers it is good to see that a need is being met.  Discussion has taken place with various committees, as 
well as boy scouts, to minimize conflict with the 5:00 PM Saturday church service.   None of the weddings in 2012 will conflict 
with the service time.  With the New Year we see several of our members being hospitalized, undergoing surgery, and/or ill.  A 
new member class is already forming for the New Year and will be held at the end of February.  At the present time there are 
already three families who plan to join.  Pastor John gives thanks to God for all the blessings from God through this church which 
were expressed over the past year, and especially over the holidays.  It was overwhelming and he is humbled and grateful.

In response to a request from council, the committee developed 
the following general recommendations to guide the management of the congregation reserve funds used to pay our bills on 
time (we transfer money from the reserve funds as needed) and slowly grow our reserve funds to improve our ministries as the 
needs are defined. 
I. Invest $30,000 in a Money Market Account that can be used to transfer funds to the checking account when needed.  
II. Invest $30,000 in Certificates of Deposit with 6, 12, and 18 month durations, to provide a slightly better return than a 
money market, while keeping additional funds available for short term emergencies.   
III. Invest funds we expect to expend in the period between three and five years from now in mission development 
certificates, short term bond funds, or treasuries.  
IV. Invest funds we expect to expend in the period beyond five years from now in stock and bond funds.  
The next meeting will be held on February 7 at 6:30.
